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Working on Personal Vehicles Inside The Station
SAMPLE POLICY

(Organization)
Personal vehicles may be worked on inside (State specific area(s) permitted) under the following conditions. This shall be limited to periods of inclement weather only.

Only work, which is construed as “minor”, may be done here.  The use of external lifting devices such as “jacks” is prohibited and no work which would cause a fire or pollution hazard such as grinding or painting shall be permitted.  

Work must be completed in a reasonable timeframe and the member may not leave the building while the vehicle is inside except for (Organization) duties.

The work area must be left in the same condition as it was found.  Trash, oil, or other fluids or waste must be cleaned and properly disposed of, off the premises by the member.  While working on the vehicle, the member is responsible to keep the area free from trip, slip and fall hazards.

Failure to comply with these rules and regulations may subject the member to disciplinary actions.
