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Guidelines for Standard Operating Procedures

We here at ESIP strongly recommend that our clients develop their own policies and procedures rather than use “boilerplate” documents.  It is important that the individual emergency organization author its own policies so that individual intricacies may be covered.  In addition, self-authorship usually means that the organization is more likely to follow through on all levels of the policy.
