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PORTABLE EQUIPMENT

SAMPLE POLICY
(Organization)

Scope:
This policy shall apply to all members that use (Organization) portable equipment. It has been developed to establish guidelines for the use, training, and maintenance of portable equipment to reduce the risk of illness, injury, or death that might result from a member’s exposure to the use of portable equipment.

General:
I. Each member shall only operate portable equipment that they have been trained by an authorized member of the department in the proper handling techniques, use, function, and maintenance of.
II. Each member shall wear required Personal Protective Equipment specific to the portable equipment that is to be operated. 
III. Each member shall take measures to sustain proper manufacturer’s specifications for care, storage, and maintenance of portable equipment. 
Training:
